Accommodation:
Willersley Castle Hotel
Willersley Castle is a 200 year old Grade II 
listed building, commissioned by the great 
industrialist Sir Richard Arkwright. It occupies 
a magnificent position on the edge of the Peak 
District, overlooking the River Derwent.

Designed in the Georgian style, Willersley 
Castle stands in 60 acres of grounds ranging 
from meadows to limestone crags, on the 
outskirts of Cromford, just south of the spa 
town of Matlock Bath.

Raven Hall Hotel
Dramatically situated 600 feet above sea 
level, overlooking Robin Hood's Bay in the 
North York Moors National Park and midway 
between Whitby and Scarborough, Raven Hall 
is in an inspirational and historical setting.

day 1: Sunday 2nd September

We meet at Willersley Castle Hotel for the 
first part of our eight-day tour.  We will 
spend 4 nights here on a dinner, bed and 
breakfast basis. Following evening meal we 
will have an introduction and presentation. 

day 2: monday 3rd September 

We have an early start, travelling south to 
Oxford where Charles and John Wesley and 
a small group of fellow students met for 
Bible study and prayer, attended church, 
and visited the prisons and workhouse.  It 
was here that their methodical approach 
to Christianity got nick-named the 'Holy 
Club' and 'Methodists'. We will visit 
Oxford's largest college, Christ Church 
College, and the Cathedral. The University 
of Oxford is where John and Charles were 
undergraduates and John was ordained as 
Deacon in Christ Church Cathedral in 1725.

After lunch we will visit the university church 
of St. Mary the Virgin where John Wesley 
preached ‘Salvation by Faith’ in 1738 and 
Charles Wesley preached ‘Awake’.  There 
is also the optional extra to go up the tower 
and have views over Oxford, before we walk 
to Lincoln College. (Appointment only in writing, 
£1 per person, groups of 20 only)

Options dependant on time:
En-route to Oxford we may visit Unlocked 
- Oxford Castle where John and Charles 
Wesley and members of the Holy Club 
visited convicts within the prison – now 
redeveloped into an historic display.

We may then visit the medieval church of 
St. James the Great in South Leigh, where 
John Wesley preached in 1771.  Before 
returning to Willersley Castle we will stop 
at St. Michael's Church, where John Wesley 
preached several times. 

day 3: Tuesday 4th September 

Today we have a half-day Derbyshire tour 
exploring part of the Wesley Trail. Our 
tour will include a visit to the New Mills 
Heritage Centre to see a pulpit used by John 
Wesley.  The pulpit was, for a time, sited at 
Abbot Hall and has now been returned to 
and restored by the team at the New Mills 
Heritage Centre. We will then stop in Buxton 
or Bakewell for lunch and some free time to 
explore. On our return to Willersley Castle 
the rest of the afternoon is free.

day 4: Wednesday 5th September 

Today we will visit Englesea Brook Chapel 
and Museum to explore the story of 
working-class religion in the nineteenth 

century, particularly as it was experienced by a 
group called the Primitive Methodists. You can 
discover the origins of Primitive Methodism in 
a traditional magic lantern show; explore the 
values of Victorian people through a collection 
of religious banners, musical instruments and 
other artefacts; meet some nineteenth century 
women who defied the boundaries of gender 
and took to the pulpit; and much more besides. 

We then move on to Stoke where we will visit the 
Bethesda Chapel which was one of the projects 
in the original Restoration TV show in 2003.  

Weather and time permitting we will also visit 
Mow Cop, which is very much associated with 
the Primitive Methodist movement. 

day 5: Thursday 6th September 

Leaving Willersley Castle, we head to Raven Hall 
Hotel, North Yorkshire, where we will spend 3 
nights on a dinner, bed and breakfast basis.  

En-route to Raven Hall we will visit Epworth 
where Reverend Samuel Wesley became the 
Anglican rector in 1695, and where his wife, 
Susanna bore him 19 children including three 
sons; Samuel Jr, John and Charles.  Here Susanna 
educated all of her children diligently and 
instilled in them the methodical approach that 
would later characterise her sons' approach to 
religion. We will visit their childhood home, The 
Old Rectory, including John Wesley's walled 
Physic Garden, featuring many plants from his 
book ‘Primitive Physic: an Easy and Natural 
Method of Curing Most Diseases’.

We will also stop off at St. Andrew’s Church and 
the tomb of Samuel Wesley, and the Wesley 
Memorial Methodist Church, built in 1889 as 
a memorial to John and Charles Wesley. This 
church contains the 18th century communion 
table used by Samuel and John Wesley in the 
Parish Church.  

day 6: Friday 7th September

Today we travel north to the world’s two oldest 
Methodist Chapels in continuous Methodist 
use. First we visit Newbiggin Methodist Chapel, 
built by local lead miners in 1759 and now a 
listed building.  We will then visit the Weardale 
Museum and High House Chapel which 
celebrated its 250th Anniversary in 2010. 

day 7: Saturday 8th September 

Today we visit Whitby with free time to explore 
the many places of interest in the town. 
The Abbey, harbour and town will give an 
opportunity to relax at the end of your holiday. 

day 8: Sunday 9th September 

Today we will return to Willersley Castle and 
then say our farewells.
